What Types of Transfers does cPanel offer?

ALWAYS attempt to perform transfers using the ROOT
password if available. RSYNC > FTP



Main >> Transfers >> Copy an account from another server



Main >> Transfers >> Copy an account from another 
server with account password

This feature is not available for non-cPanel servers.

Note: Uses FTP. No RSYNC option.

root@c5-2 [~]# /scripts/restorepkg anyuser
Sorry, the user anyuser already exists on this system.  If you really want to 
do this run /scripts/restorepkg --force anyuser

What NOW?
Simply run:

/scripts/restorepkg  -- force anyuser

OR

/scripts/killacct $username
/scripts/restorepkg $username

/resellerconfig/:
    file: resellers-nameservers
    description: Contains the line in /var/cpanel/resellers-nameservers for $user

/suspended:
    description: a copy of the file /var/cpanel/suspended/$user or

/var/cpanel/suspended/$user.lock
        Content of the file contain reason for suspension

/suspendinfo:
    description: a copy of the file /var/cpanel/suspendinfo/$user
 



The guts of the cpmove file

/sslcerts/:
    - file: $domain.crt
    - file: $domain.cabundle
    - file: $domain.csr

/sslkeys/:
    file: $domain.key

/counters/:
    files: anyfile that is owned by $user in /var/cpanel/Counters/

/bandwidth/:
    file: a copy of the file /var/cpanel/bandwidth/$user
    files: any file in /var/cpanel/bandwidth/ that match or start with any of $user's domains

/dnszones/:
    file: DNS zone files that match the name of $user's domains

/fp/:
- file: www.$domain:$port.cnf
    description: copied from /usr/local/frontpage/www.$domain:$port.cnf



The guts of the cpmove file

/proftpdpasswd:
    description: copy of the proftpdpasswd file found at /etc/proftpd/$user

 
/logs/:
    files: "log files the $user's dommain found in /usr/local/apache/domlogs/. Maches:
$domain*, www.$domain*, ftp.$domain*"

/userdata/:
    files: all files found in /var/cpanel/userdata/$user

/httpfiles/:
    directory: /std|ssl/1|2/$domain/
    files: 'files copied from /usr/local/apache/conf/userdata/ssl|std/1|2/$user/$domain'

/mysql/:
- file: $db.sql
description: mysql dump of all databases that are owned by $user



The guts of the cpmove file

/mm/:
    files: 'all mailman files for $users domain from
/usr/local/cpanel/3rdparty/mailman/lists/. Matches: *_$domain'

/homedir/:
    description: copy of all file found in $user home defined by ( getpwnam($user) )[7];

/nobodyfiles:
    description: a list files found in the $user's homedir owned by user nobody

/cp:
    description: $user's cpuser file found /var/cpanel/users/$user

/cron:
    description: $user's crontab

/quota:
    description: contains the quota size (in bytes) from /etc/quota.conf for $user



The guts of the cpmove file

/sds2:
    description: list of subdomains for the user with document root relative to the users
homedir.
  

/pds:
    description: list of parked domains.
 

/addons:
    description: list of addon matched with its subdomain

/ssldomain:
    description: the domain name that can use ssl for $user
